The sponsors ï 
who are already Catholic ï often tell Fr Rich that they 
learn a lot about their faith by just sitting in on the 
RCIA classes with the person they are sponsoring. 
      At mass, we read from the Old Testament, the 
New Testament, and one of the Gospels. The priest 
then reflects on what the readings and Gospel tells 
us about living our life today. Each time we go to 
mass, it is an opportunity to learn something new. 
We then experience our faith in the liturgy of the 
Eucharist. Learning and experiencing our faith are 
two key elements in keeping our faith fresh and new. 
May we all have a thirst for learning and growing in 
our faith!

SAINT POLYCARP (died 155) 

February 23 
 ñEighty-six years I have served Christ, and he 

never did me any wrong. How can I blaspheme my 

King and Savior?ò Boldly answering the official who 

demanded he worship pagan gods, Polycarp, todayôs 

ñSenior Citizen Saint,ò demonstrates that courage, far 

from being the preserve of the young, is a virtue culti-

vated through life-long fidelity and crowned by final 

perseverance. A disciple of Saint John, who is said to 

have consecrated him bishop of Smyrna in modern day 

Turkey, Polycarp witnesses to the truth that, whatever 

time and space may separate us, Jesusô gift of the 

Eucharist unites us. Polycarpôs final words, preserved 

by the Church of Smyrna, sound like a Eucharistic 

Prayer in which the saint offers himself: ñLord, al-

mighty God, Father of your beloved and blessed Son 

Jesus Christ, through whom we have come to the 

knowledge of yourself . . . may I be received among the 

martyrs as a rich and pleasing sacrifice . . . through the 

eternal priest of heaven, Jesus Christ . . . through him be 

glory to you, together with him and the Holy Spirit, 

now and forever. Amen.ò
