When I asked why, he said it was 

because he wanted to receive reconciliation and Holy 

Communion and that was increasingly more difficult for him to 

do so in his country.ò  We have a tremendous gift in these two 

Sacraments.  Do you realize that in your life of faith? 
 

An important note: We have a limited amount of time to teach 

our children the ways of our Catholic faith.  I strongly 

encourage and challenge our parents to make this a priority in 

the lives of our children.  Because if you donôt, then your 

children wonôt either!  Accept this responsibility seriously! 
 

2.  This coming week I will be at Mundelein Seminary to attend 

a ñSupervisors Workshopò.  At the end of February, our 

Parishes will have the honor to have a full-time seminarian 

intern with us.  His name is Kevin Anstey and he is in 2nd 

Theology at Mundelein.  He will be with us for many weeks and 

be involved in all aspects of Parish life.  You will be hearing 

more about him in the weeks ahead.  Please keep Kevin and all 

our seminarians in your prayers.
