A couple of weeks ago I offered you some 

suggestions from Pope Benedict about 

what he wanted for Christmas.  Today I 

offer you three suggestions (with my 

commentary) from Bishop Timothy Dolan 

of New York how this coming New Year 

can be truly blessed.  
 

ñFirst thing, every day, is a morning offering.  Our first 

thought daily is of the Lord.  We wake-up because of Him; we 

got through the night because of Him; weôll make-it through 

this new day only because of His grace and mercy.  No 

wonder, then, that, as soon as we awake, we think of Him.ò  I 

try to start my day off this way.  I try to give my entire day to 

the Lord.  I ask Him to watch over me and give me His strength.  

Iôm reminded of my ordination prayer card: ñOnly you can do 

it, but you canôt do it alone.ò  Just think how much better our 

days would be if we invited Jesus ~ every day ~ to be a part of 

them. 
 

άCƛǊǎǘ day, every week, is Sunday Mass.  Itôs the Lordôs Day, 

our sabbath, the day of His resurrection.  We catch our 

breath from the just concluded week and place the coming 

week in His providential hands.  No better way to do that 

than in joining our spiritual family, the Church, in the most 

sacred Sunday meal of all, the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass, 

first thing, first day of the week, on Sunday.ò   I cannot stress 

the importance of making Sunday Mass an important part of 

your faith life.  It is there we are strengthened by Word and 

Sacrament.  It is there that we give honor and glory to God. 
 

άCƛǊǎǘ CǊƛŘŀȅ, every month, we approach the sacrament of 

penance.  Remember the beautiful custom of First Friday?  

Itôs a long shot, but I wish it could be revived.  Jesus died on 

the cross to save us on a Friday. The first Friday of every 

month we tell Him weôre sorry for our sins, and ask the mercy 

of His most Sacred Heart, with a good confession.ò  I love 

Bishop Dolanôs line about this being a long shot.  And maybe it 

is.  But I feel the Sacrament of Reconciliation is an important 

part of our faith journey.  Take the time at least once per month 

to take a moral and spiritual inventory and then come and 

receive Godôs mercy and forgiveness in the Sacrament of 

Reconciliation.  It is offered every Saturday and on the 1st 

Saturday of each month during Eucharistic adoration.  If these 

times donôt work, please call and weôll set up a time that works.
