All the 

Fridayôs of Lent of days of abstinence. 

  Fast - Binds all over 18 and under 59. On days of fast, only 

one full meal is allowed. 2 other meals, sufficient to maintain 

strength, may be taken according to oneôs needs. Eating 

between meals is not permitted, but liquids, milk and fruit juices 

are allowed. 

  Abstinence - binds all over the age 14. On days of abstinence, 

no meat is allowed.

In an 

interesting link to the United States, our nationôs pre-

mier religious congregation for women of color, the 

Oblate Sisters of Providence, in 1833 established bonds 

of spiritual communion with these ñOblates of Saint 

Francesò in Rome.
